We invite You to publish works in the International digest "Industrial and social sphere systems' software".

Digest's publishing aims are as follows: each individual's abilities and gifts realization, regardless of his сountry of residence; rising of scientific activity prestige; drawing community's attention to Russia's scientific potential; and cooperation in science.
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The digest suggests publishing works on the following subjects:

- tendencies of industrial and social spheres' software evolution; 

- systems' mathematical modelling in the following  industrial spheres: ferrous and non-ferrous metallurgy, transportation, industrial automation and navigation systems, industrial heat-and-power engineering, oil and gas chemical industry;

- design decision and software implementation for the following spheres of industry: ferrous and non-ferrous metallurgy, transportation, industrial automation and navigation systems, industrial heat-and-power engineering, oil and gas chemical industry;

- industrial sphere objects' and processes's simulation;

- software for production and managerial processes automation;

- software for digital signal and image processing;

- social sphere objects' and processes' simulation;

- continuous professional education objects' and processes' modeling (including material's discussion on conference).

Digest's working languages include Russian, English and German.

Work typography requirements: Works must by typed in Microsoft Word 2003 or Microsoft Word 2007 text processor. Work's volume must not exceed 6 full pages. Page numbers are not allowed. Schemes, tables, pictures and photographs, illustrating text are, allowed. No more than 4 persons can be authors of the work. It is desirable, that work's text is structured and organised in the following subsections: topicality, agenda, aims and tasks of the work, tasks' decisions results, conclusion, bibliography. In the work one must indicate: work's name, authors, identification and abstract in digest's two working languages. Text must be thoroughly read by its authors.

Page layout

Page size А5, 20 mm (2 cm) border from all sides

Style

Work's header: Times New Roman, bold, typesize 10 pt., All capitalized - Yes, vertical spacing – single, first line – 0 cm, indentation before and after – 3 pt., alignment – by center.

Authors' names: Times New Roman, bold italics, typesize 10 pt., All capitalized - No, vertical spacing – single, first line – 0 cm, indentation before - 0 pt. and after – 3 pt., alignment – by center.

Identification: Times New Roman, italics, typesize 10 pt., All capitalized - No, vertical spacing – single, first line – 0 cm, indentation before and after – 0 pt., alignment – by center.

Base text: Times New Roman, regular, typesize 10 pt., vertical spacing – single, first line – 1 cm, indentation before and after – 0 pt., alignment – justified.

Structured subheaders style: Times New Roman, bold italics, typesize 10 pt., vertical spacing – single, first line – 0 cm, indentation before and after – 3 pt., alignment – by left.

Picture's typography: picture size must not exceed one page; using M$ Word appliances for picture's composition is not allowed; picture's runaround only in a single line is allowed; all pictures in text must be referenced by the following pattern: pic. No; picture's signature is composed using the following pattern: Pic. No. Picture's name. All picture signatures must be rendered in Times New Roman font, regular for Russian letters and italics - for Latin ones, typesize 9 pt. (see the sample). For block diagrams and software functioning schemes design one should use Russian State Standard 19.701-90.

Table's typography: it is allowed to insert tables in text. Before insertion, each table must be referenced using the following pattern (see typography sample). For this, please use Times New Romanm typesize 9, italics.

Bibliographya typesetting: references to the used literature sources must be given in text and denoted by numbers in square brackets (for exaple, [1]). Total number of sources must not exceed two for one typewritten page of work. For bibliography design one must use Russian State Standard 7.1-2003 (see the sample).

Formulae typography: formulas must be composed in M$ Equation 3.0 with default parameters, aligned by centre. Each formula must be numbered in round brackets, for example (1), if it is referenced in text.
